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THOUGHT FOR THE WEEK Elizabeth Oettinger 
 
Dear Friends, 

My dog Rosie died suddenly this past weekend. It seems she had deve loped a 
heart condition that she did a very good job of masking. Obviously I will miss her. 
Not only was she my friend at home, but she loved coming to work as much as I did. 
I’d walk down the stairs in the morning carrying my laptop, and there she would be, 
dancing around in circles in the hallway, urging me to hurry because we had to get to 
the office. 

As sudden events do, this one set me to pondering. First, about pets in general. 
There is such a wide variation in how people feel about and interact with their pets. 
One person told me that losing her dog would be like losing a child. Another told me 
he grew up on a farm and got used to seeing animals come and go and, so, never let 
himself get attached to animals. Most of us live somewhere between those two poles. 
Our animals are part of our lives. Dogs (at least my dog) give us unconditional love, 
that look of unswerving trust in their eyes that no matter how yesterday went, today 
we will do something wonderful with or for them. The difference between our pet 
friends and our human ones is that our pets belong to us in a way that humans never 
can. Humans belong to the world. Though a person has a close relationship with me, 
he or she also has other significant relationships. With animals, though they might 
know other people, mostly their affection and interaction is focused on one person or 
family unit. The gifts our critters bring us and our sadness when they are gone are 
more private than the other relationships of our lives. 

Second. Saturday morning found Rosie eager to go for a ride in the car, jumping 
into her seat, sitting patiently through my grocery shopping, then running up the steps 
of the house when we returned to get her expected treat. Three hours later, with only 
an hour’s warning that anything was wrong, her heart stopped. It’s one of those events 
that remind me how quickly our lives can change. We take daily life for granted, and 
suddenly one day something happens, and after that, our worlds are configured differ-
ently. It is a difficult but important spiritual discipline to remember to give thanks 
every day for the daily gifts and graces that are ours. This week was a good reminder 
of that for me. 

Third. One of my neighbors remarked yesterday that it’s sad that the life span of 
pretty much any pet is so much shorter than human life span. We give animals a home 
and love and care knowing from the beginning that eventually they will break our 
hearts. But that is true of love in general. By the time we reach adulthood, most of us 
have figured out that whenever we love, unless the relationship is ended by our death, 
it will end with the other leaving us, either because that other no longer cares or be-
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cause they die. There is no love without pain. And yet we human creatures keep giv-
ing ourselves in love. Theologian Henri Nouwen tells us that our hearts were made to 
be broken, broken over and over again, until the scars across our hearts resemble a 
railroad switching yard. In that scarred-over heart, declares Nouwen, in the paradox 
of God, is the making of our wholeness.  

I’ll leave you with that thought.
